Do the boundaries of present-day 
israel fulfill God’s promise to israel 
in the Old Testament?

T he land promised to Abraham covers much more area 
than what the present nation of Israel occupies. 

Genesis 15:18 tells us that it stretches all the way from the 
Mediterranean Sea on the west to the Euphrates River on the 
east. Ezekiel fixes the northern boundary of Israel at Hamath,

What is the “unholy trinity”?
